	Activities & Resources 

Activity #1
Incentive programs
· Discuss a variety of economic incentive programs in the United States encouraging students to stay in school. Some programs are offered by local school districts and others are offered by state and national organizations. Some are even offered by professional sports teams. They are structured differently and offer different incentives but the goal remains the same: to keep students in school.  
· Read aloud the story Oakland students give old computers a new home (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document)
· Discuss some of the potential benefits of this program to the school district. (i.e. Lowers the dropout rate; gives students greater skills; gives students job opportunities; gives the district more computers for use in the school.) 
· In groups, act as consulting firms that have been asked by the school board to design an incentive program to get students to stay in school. The board is concerned about the high dropout rate in the district. The students most likely to leave school early tend to be from minority, low income, inner-city, single-parent homes. Many of their parents and other adult models did not finish high school. 
· Design a 1-2 page incentive program to encourage these students to stay in school. Be prepared to present and defend a list of specific recommendations to the school board. (Groups present to the rest of the class, which acts as the school board.)

Activity #2
College financial aid options
· Discuss the cost of college education in the US including all of the “hidden” costs” associated with school.
· Identify 3 main sources of financial aid and note the differences between each: grants, loans and scholarships
· Explore WIOA grant, filling out a FAFSA, and researching local scholarships
· Use https://careerlinkil.com/about/wioa to read about what WIOA is and who is eligible. 
· Students use the Illinois WorkNet WIOA Approved training Programs to search for trainings in their local area that align with their career interests. Students will research at least 3 training programs and record the information found on the Financial Aid for College Research worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document)
· Students explore https://study.com/resources/student-scholarships and choose at least 2 scholarships to read about and record information for on the Financial Aid for College Research worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document)
· Students read https://www.illinoisworknet.com/pages/article.aspx?articleID=36 and answer the questions on the Financial Aid for College Research worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document)
· Students will share their research with a partner

	ELL Resources / Instructor Notes 
· In Activity #1, it could be helpful to provide a template for students when they are writing their incentive. This can be as simple as a short outline of what should be covered in each paragraph with question prompts. Alternatively, this could be done as a powerpoint or slides presentation. 
· Students may need support understanding key vocabulary in the article. Pre- reading activities predicting the text from the title, pictures and headings, as well as pre-teaching vocabulary.
· Students may also need to use a graphic organizer to understand the elements of the incentive program outlined in the article.
· An alternative article is located in the resources document
· In Activity #2, the students can use their mobile devices if there isn't technology available in the classroom.
· Instructors could extend this activity to walk through how to fill out a FAFSA.

	Activities & Resources

Activity #1
Create an advertisement
· Discuss the ways that countries try to attract tourists. Talk about advertisements on TV, travel brochures, items sent through the mail, the internet, etc. Discuss vacations your students have taken in the U.S. or abroad. Consider showing clips of travel advertisements.  
· Talk about how advertisers have to compete with one another to create the most appealing advertisements for the travel destinations they represent.
· Research careers related to advertisement and marketing https://www.bls.gov/ooh/management/advertising-promotions-and-marketing-managers.htm 
· Working in small groups, make a commercial or skit to advertise a travel destination to the rest of the class. Have each group choose a travel destination in Europe or South America. (You may choose to limit the students’ choices to a particular region; for example, only South America or only Western Europe. Alternatively, you may create a list of countries ahead of time for students to choose from.)   
· Post the following requirements so students may refer to them as they create their presentations: 
1. The teacher must approve the destination chosen. 
2. The skit or commercial must be 5 to 10 minutes in length. 
3. Students must create some kind of visual aide to show the class (poster, PowerPoint, etc.) 
4. The skit or commercial must include dialogue. 
5. The advertisement must be inviting. In other words, the presentation should make the audience want to visit the destination. 
6. Present their skits/commercials. (Consider videoing the skits). Have each group rate one another on a scale of 1 to 5, 1 being “I never want to visit” and 5 being “I am leaving to go tomorrow.” 
· After each group has presented, discuss with the class what was good and what could be improved about each skit. 

Activity #2
· Discuss what is involved in tourism both from the perspective of a tourist and those working in the tourism industry. Students can share their experiences from both perspectives
· Look up Finland on a map and the city of Jyväskylä. Read some quick facts on Google Maps and brainstorm things to see as a tourist and jobs available to those working in the tourism industry. 
· Watch the video “How Tourism Changed My Life: A Student’s Journey a Jamk”How Tourism Management Changed My Life: A Student’s Journey at Jamk
· Discuss the various career pathways within the tourism industry as mentioned in the video
· Students explore the hospitality and tourism career cluster on my next move https://www.mynextmove.org/find/clusters?cc=020200. Students choose 3-4 different careers in that cluster that interest them and record information in the Hospitality, Events and Tourism Careers worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document)

Activity #3
Impacts of tourism on jobs and the economy
· Brainstorm places that rely heavily on travel and tourism for their economies as well as the jobs that are generated due to tourism.
· Discuss the meaning of pros and cons
· Read The Pros and Cons of Tourism (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document) 
· After reading the article, students complete the Pros and Cons List citing evidence from the article (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document) 
· Students reflect in a group discussion on what they thought of the article. What did they agree with? Disagree with? What has their experience been like as a tourist or working in tourism?

· In Activity #1, students may need to complete this activity in parts over a series of lessons. Students might need an example of a skit, modeled by the instructor. It might also be helpful to provide a sample powerpoint or slides presentation for students to follow. 
· In Activity #2, put on closed captioning “How Tourism Changed My Life: A Student’s Journey a Jamk” to help students to follow along.
· In Activity #3, the instructor should pre-teach some vocabulary words found in the article and encourage students to circle these words when they come up in the reading. Students can read silently first, then out loud to enhance comprehension.

Activity #2
Fair pay in textile industry
· Define the word “textile” and brainstorm who might work in the textile industry as well as daily responsibilities
· Research minimum wage in IL and in the city/county students live in. 
· Read The Exploitation of Garment Workers: Threading the Needle of Fast Fashion (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document)
· Work as a group to answer the questions at the end of the article

· Introduce the Onet Online Database and explain what a “bright outlook” occupation is https://www.onetonline.org/find/bright?b=0
· Students search for a job that might be interesting to them, and explore the wages and employment trends. In the Wage and Employment Trends chart (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document) students record information for at least 3 jobs. 
· In groups, students share findings and discuss how knowing these trends can influence their educational and career choices.

	ELL Resources / Instructor Notes 
· In Activity #1, the instructor should slow down the playback speed of the video “Inside the ever-present gender pay gap” to 0.75 and turn on closed captioning. Instructors can also pause the video and check for comprehension along the way or add a gap-fill activity to make sure students are following along.
· In Activity #2, the instructor should encourage students to use comprehension strategies (context clues, etc) to understand the meaning of unfamiliar words, using a dictionary if necessary.
· In Activity #3, the instructor should thoroughly model how to use the database and be prepared to provide one-on-one assistance when needed. The website is easier to navigate on a tablet or laptop, but students can also use their mobile device if larger classroom devices are not available.

Activity #1
Industrial Revolution’s impact on types of jobs
· Introduce the topic of the Industrial Revolution and ask students what they know about this time in history. 
· Practice vocabulary words related to the industrial revolution using online flashcards as a class https://wordwall.net/resource/91842275 (QR Code located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document) 
· Students read the article Industrialization, Labor and Life (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document)
· After reading the article students identify popular jobs and details related to those jobs before the Industrial Revolution and after the Industrial Revolution using the t-chart (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document)
· Divide students into groups. Using their t-charts, students discuss these changes and what are some positive things and some negative things about these changes in job trends.
Activity #2
Urban vs. Rural areas
· Define urban and rural. Discuss how a major effect of the Industrial Revolution was urbanization. Identify the rural and urban areas in the students' state and list other urban and rural areas in the US students know
· Have students choose 1 rural area and 1 urban area in the US that they want to research. Students first predict which careers they think are the most common in these areas. 
· Then, using https://www.bls.gov/oes/current/area_emp_chart/area_emp _chart.htm, students research these locations to see the most common careers and record their information on the Researching Occupations in Rural and Urban Areas worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).
· After their research, students will synthesize this information and draw conclusions by answering the concluding questions in the worksheet.
· Students share their findings with a partner, then reflect on this activity as a class.

	Activities & Resources 

Activity #1
Anti-discrimination laws in the workplace
· Discuss what a disability is and explain that sometimes it is easier to see someone has a physical disability, and other times a person’s disability is not visible. 
· Introduce the ADA and explain that this is a federal law that protects Americans with disabilities from discrimination and harassment. Part of this law protects and promotes equal employment through the EEOC (Equal Employment Opportunity Commission).
· Read through Disability Discrimination and Employment Decisions (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document) and summarize the key ways the EEOC protects employees with disabilities. Explain how individuals can file a claim if these protections are violated.
· Students watch Hobby Lobby settles disability discrimination lawsuit and answer the question:
· What was the discrimination and how does this violate the EEOC’s protection? Cite directly from the article. 
· Divide students into two groups. Each group will read: Massive $125 Million Verdict Against Walmart In Disability Discrimination Case (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document). Each group must read the story and answer the same question and cite the evidence for the discrimination in the EEOC policy. 
· What was the discrimination and how does this violate the EEOC’s protection? Cite directly from the article.
· Discuss answers as a class

Activity #2
Universal design at work
· Brainstorm ways in which our communities are inclusive and provide necessary accommodations to those with disabilities (handicapped parking, braille on signs, proper healthcare and educational services)
· Discuss why these things are important and what might happen in a society if these did not exist.
· Read Universal Design (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document) 
· In groups, students discuss the questions listed after the article.
· Students design a business in their community. Think through all the details from parking lots to business meetings. Students draw a diagram of the business and then write a 1-2 page summary of how their business will utilize UD and support all of its employees. Students choose an industry and name of their company and then think through the subsequent details.
· Students present their business to the class both explaining their diagram and providing details on how their business will incorporate UD.

· In Activity #1, the instructor can break up the EEOC article by assigning certain parts of the article to a group to read and summarize. Alternatively, the instructor can give students time to read the article independently first, and then read it outloud paragraph by paragraph, stopping to explain and summarize along the way. 
· Choosing key vocabulary to pre-teach could be an excellent way to help boost student comprehension
· In Activity #2, students may need support with difficult vocabulary. The instructor can modify the text to make it simpler or pre-teach key vocabulary words.
· Students may need additional help brainstorming how to create their business. Doing a mind mapping activity on the board thinking of the various components of a business that could be affected by UD and providing some guiding questions would be beneficial.

· State the following: “Ancient Greek doctors practiced alone and were often ordered to treat patients free of charge. A large number of doctors traveled for business while others lived in one area. Ancient Greek doctors tried to gain the confidence of their patients and would give them as much information as possible about their conditions and treatments.”  
· Put students into pairs and give each pair a copy of the Hippocratic Oath (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).Read the oath aloud while the students follow along. Pairs summarize the oath.
· Play the videos found on: https://careerservices.com.edu/videos/healthcare-industry-overview/. After each part, students summarize the careers and requirements they heard. And important responsibilities in the modern healthcare industry.
· Discuss elements in the medical profession that have changed since Ancient Greece and those that have stayed the same.

· Students are given a job in the medical field to research using https://www.onetonline.org/ and https://www.bls.gov/ooh/ Students use the Medical Research Graphic Organizer to record their information (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document). 
· Conduct “speed dating” style short interviews between classmates. Each classmate will represent their researched career and answer interview questions. Students organize their information in the Medical Career Interview Data Organizer (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).

Activity #1
Filmmaking in India
· Discuss the fact that India makes more films every year than any other country. Watch What is Bollywood?
· Brainstorm and list all the jobs necessary in creating a film.   
· Complete the Filmmaking Career Match Up worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).  
· Work in small groups as filmmaking teams. The job at hand is to produce the advertising trailer for a film currently under production about the life of Gandhi. Remind students that a trailer consists of a series of selected shots from the film being advertised. The purpose is to attract an audience; therefore they usually draw from the most exciting and noteworthy scenes but in abbreviated form and without spoiling key plot elements. The scenes are not necessarily presented in the order in which they appear in the film.   
· To prepare, research the life of Mahatma Gandhi on the internet. 
· As a filmmaking advertising team, choose three scenes from Gandhi’s life that would be most effective in attracting an audience. Use the Trailer Production Planning worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document) to describe what to include in each scene that will attract interest without spoiling the plot.  
· Each team will share its trailer plan with the rest of the class. After all groups have presented their plans, discuss whether some scenes were used by more than one group. Which scenes? Why? 

Activity #2
Architecture- Frank Lloyd Wright
· Introduce the topic of architecture by showing students pictures of Frank Lloyd Wright’ homes found here: https://franklloydwright.org/work/
· Introduce Frank Lloyd Wright and read about his impact in the article, Frank Lloyd Wright Changed the Way We Build and Live (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).Explain that he worked most of his life in Chicago but has designed buildings around the country.
· Students define vocabulary found in the reading in groups using the chart on the Vocabulary worksheet that follows the article (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).
· In groups, students look at the pictures of Wright’s buildings on his website https://franklloydwright.org/ and refer to the article to notice as the article says, “the primacy of the hearth, the dining table, the music rooms, and the terrace”. Students discuss what  they like and don’t like about his architecture.
· Students research a career as an architect using https://www.bls.gov/ooh/. Students record the information they found from the website on the Architecture Career Research worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).

Activity #3
Eric Carle- Illustrator
· Ask students if they have children or young kids in their lives. Ask students to discuss what types of books their kids or others’ kids like to read. Give students time to share. Then, show a picture of Eric Carle’s books like, “The Very Hungry Caterpillar” or “Brown Bear, Brown Bear” and ask students if they have ever read these books before. Discuss the importance not only of the words and rhymes but also the pictures. Introduce the job of an illustrator.
· In pairs, students research careers as an illustrator using Onet Online https://www.onetonline.org/link/summary/27-1013.00
· Students share as a class what they discovered and found interesting
· Ask students if they know how Eric Carle creates his pictures. Show the video: Eric Carle - The Very Hungry Caterpillar - children's book - Waterstone's
· Discuss how Eric Carle’s attitude changed over his life as he pursued his dreams and used his talents to do something he loved. 
· Students in the class create their own classroom collage by writing about how to change negatives into positives using the Negatives to Positives worksheet  (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).
· Students choose something that is a challenge to them related to their career success (i.e “I am stuck in a low paying job ”) into a positive statement (i.e. I am working hard to ge to the next step on my career pathway”)
· Students can design or decorate these statements for fun and display them as a collage in the classroom or on the virtual whiteboard in different colors.

	Activities & Resources 

Activity #1
Social influences on your career choice
· Ask students to make a list of the most important relationships in their lives. Ask students how these people influence the decisions they make (i.e. where they choose to live, the food they eat, how they dress.)
· Read Esther’s Story (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document). Students answer questions with a partner
· Students evaluate their own interests and values and the relationships that influence them, identifying ways these social influences either complement or conflict with them. Use the My Career Goals worksheet to complete this task (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document).
· Students share their answers with a partner.

Activity #2
Relocating for work
· Examine the following situation: You work for a large telecommunications firm that wishes to develop a new market in Kenya, Brazil, or China. The primary person in charge (you) will double his or her salary, allow him or her to become the vice president of this division of the company, and be on the cutting edge of the telecommunications world in Africa, South America, or Asia. The company will move the person and his or her family and has requested that all family members stay in the country for a minimum of two years. In Kenya, the company will find appropriate housing, and you will be living in the capital of Nairobi. In Brazil, you will be housed in San Paolo, and your children will attend the public schools there. In China, you will live in Beijing, and the company will provide housing in a new subdivision. You will have to pay for private school for your children.   
· Use the Internet to find the locations and obtain factual information about each country. Investigate language, schools, population, weather, customs, and other information that will help in making a recommendation.   
· Prepare a 1-3 page presentation of findings. Choices are prioritized, information provided about each location, and reasons for choosing one location over the other two are explained. Include information on the positive and negative effects that each location might have on the student. Discuss and identify specific needs to adapt to the new country.   
· Develop a plan of adjustment to prepare for the country selected.   
· Design a timeline to obtain needed skills to be ready for the move.
