	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Early Language Milestones 
· Introduce the American Speech - Language Hearing Association’s website and play the video at the bottom left of the webpage, “MASHA’s Developmental Milestones: Communication.” Encourage students to listen for general understanding; they will do specific research into language milestones in a minute. https://www.asha.org/public/developmental-milestones/communication-milestones/?srsltid=AfmBOooMAw0JiACBhPiWfgR0z5P3poV9w3S3Ch27dR0alXXxg0ai00Si
· Give students a pre- reading quiz to see what they know about language developmental milestones (Located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Divide students into 6 groups (if possible) and have each group research and read about the milestones for one of the particular age ranges at the top of the webpage. Each group will read the checklists along with the recommended supports, and summarize this information to the class. 
· Students then go back to their quiz and see how many answers they got correct. Students now have the opportunity to change their answers after gaining all of the appropriate information.

Activity #2
Multilingualism in the early years
· Ask students how many of them speak more than one language and to share what languages they speak.
· Play the video “Kids say hola, bonjour and more at this multilingual Chicago preschool” https://youtu.be/R4SH-135b2M?si=YbfQo3KFru8jKp05 (4 min.)
· Divide students into groups and have them engage in a discussion using the guiding questions (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Students come back as a large class and each group shares something they discussed. 
 
Activity #3
American Sign Language in early childhood language learning
· Introduce the acronym ASL and ask students if they know what this means. Ask students if they know any sign language themselves.
· Students read “Using American Sign Language for Early Learning” (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). In groups, students discuss the benefits of learning ASL at a young age. 
· Students explore the ASL dictionary located here: https://www.handspeak.com/word/. Students will choose a short phrase or sentence to write down and look up the signs for each word. They then will practice this and present it to the class, giving their classmates a chance to learn it as well.

· Turn on closed captioning for videos in both Activity #1 and Activity #2. Consider also slowing the speed of the video if necessary. 
· Play the video for Activity #2 more than once if needed.
· Be prepared to provide extra technical support to students who need it when navigating through web pages. This can be done on a smartphone or on devices in the classroom if available.

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Benefits of reading to your child
· Have students think of their favorite book (for themselves, not their children). As a class, discuss why they like that book and what they like about reading in general
· Brainstorm ways reading can benefit young children, and create a list on the board or shared document. Encourage them to think beyond language development to things like social and emotional development. 
· Watch the video “The Power of Reading, April Qu, TEDxYouth@Suzhou” https://youtu.be/9fLlkOMrMq4 (8 min.) and discuss the power of reading for young children and the impact it can have for years to come. Recount the main points April made about the benefits of reading.

Activity #2
Book Review
· Students read Choosing a Book for Your Preschooler (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). 
· Choose a type of book from one of the categories listed in the article. Look up a book that fits that category to read. Find this book at home, in the library, or as a “read aloud” online. Then, complete the Reading Response worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). 
· Discuss in pairs the book chosen and the answers written on the reading response worksheet. 

Activity #3
Library 
· Introduce students to their local library. If possible, plan a field trip day for students to get a library card, explore the children’s book section and talk with a librarian. 
· Show students your library’s website. Help them navigate the search menu and introduce them to any apps like Libby or Hoopla. 
· Have students practice looking up popular kids books in their local library database.

· Turn on closed captioning for the Ted Ex video and consider slowing the speed if necessary. Pause and replay parts of the video to increase comprehension or reinforce a point during group discussion.
· Be prepared to offer support to students when trying to find a book to read and evaluate. If possible, bring in a few options for students to choose from or have a list of quality books at the ready to direct students to.
· If an in-person library day is not available, consider having a librarian join an online class, or come to class as a guest. The teacher should be familiar with the local library and online database to guide students. Consider also creating a scavenger hunt worksheet for students to complete as they are exploring.

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Creative dance
· Watch the video ”Creative Movement in Early Childhood Settings”  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=OQKEWtTBJbI&t=3s (7 min.) and ask students to summarize key points.
· Lead students to participate in the “sharp” and “smooth” movement activity shown in the video. Encourage students to put themselves in the shoes of a young child by having fun and not worrying about looking silly. 
· As a class, discuss how the activity felt. How did it feel to notice their bodies movements? How did it feel to connect the words “sharp” and “smooth” to movement? What did they notice about their classmates? What other words do they think they could demonstrate with their bodies? 

Activity #2
Designing movement
· Read The Elements of Movement (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Then, divide students into groups and assign them each an element of movement. Students will discuss what each might look like in an ECE classroom. They then design their own movement activity that could be used and lead the class in the activity. Each group should be prepared to give an explanation of how the activity demonstrates the element of movement they were assigned. 

Activity #3
Children’s musicians
· Divide students into groups. As a group they must choose a famous children’s musician to research. The group must gather information from a variety of sources and create a slides presentation for the class. Groups should follow the Research Instructions-Music worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Groups present their research to the class as a group in an organized oral presentation 


	Assessment

· Turn on closed captioning for the video in Activity #1. Consider pausing the video or replaying it to aid in comprehension.

· In Activity #3, consider having a list of children’s musicians available for students to choose from for extra support. Be prepared to provide additional technology guidance for students who are not familiar with making slides presentations.

Activity #2
Eric Carle- Illustrator
· Read the book The Very Hungry Caterpillar or play the read-aloud video here: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Jr-SJj29Oxg (approx. 3 min). Discuss what you notice about the pictures in the story. 
· Introduce the job of an illustrator.
· In pairs, students research careers as an illustrator using Onet Online https://www.onetonline.org/link/summary/27-1013.00
· Students share as a class what they discovered and found interesting
· Ask students if they know how Eric Carle creates his pictures. Show the video Eric Carle - The Very Hungry Caterpillar - children's book - Waterstone's
https://youtu.be/fvRcCKP5v6Q?si=__EeCnwJJqUvpxN3 (3 min)
· Discuss how Eric Carle’s attitude changed over his life as he pursued his dreams and used his talents to do something he loved. 
· Students in the class create their own classroom collage by writing about how to change negatives into positives using the Negatives to Positives worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Students choose something that is a challenge to them related to their career (or potential career) in ECE or as a paraprofessional (i.e “I am stuck in a low paying job ”) into a positive statement (i.e. “I am working hard to get to the next step on my career pathway”)
· Students can design or decorate these statements for fun and display them as a collage in the classroom or on the virtual whiteboard in different colors.
· Discuss how this activity could be adapted for children in a classroom.

Activity #3
Create an art experience
· Using the story of The Very Hungry Caterpillar as a foundation, students create a visual art activity for young children. Students must follow the guidelines in the Research Instructions- Visual Art worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Students then present their activity to the class.

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Dramatic play in ECE
· Define dramatic play and give examples. Explain that this is actually a crucial part of early development, as children learn through play. 
· Post 14 benefits to dramatic play around the classroom ((located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Students participate in a “cake walk” activity by walking around the classroom with a partner, reading the benefits of dramatic play and completing the Benefits of Dramatic Play worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· After the “cake walk” activity, read through the benefits and check answers

Activity #2
Creating dramatic play centers
· Brainstorm different “themes” for dramatic play centers in the classroom (i.e. bakery, pizza shop, doctor, post office, garden, etc.)
· Watch the video “Pretend Play”  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=W7DKN8uY3T4&t=76s (3 min.) and in pairs ask students to discuss the following:
· What types of dramatic play “themes” do you see the children acting out?
· What toys/props do you see them using?
· What is the teacher doing?
· How are the children interacting? What are they saying to each other/doing?
· How are they using language?
· How are they showing social/ emotional skills?

Activity #3
Dramatic play taboo
· Explain to students that they are going to put themselves in the shoes of a young child for this game.
· Divide students into pairs or small groups. Each group will take a turn to spin the wheel https://wordwall.net/resource/95217433 to be assigned a “theme”. This group must practice and demonstrate to the class how to act out this scene without saying the theme title or the forbidden words listed on the wheel. 
· The rest of the class guesses what the theme is.

· In Activity #1, consider pre-teaching some of the vocabulary students will encounter in the cake walk activity. Alternatively, spend additional time looking up and defining words that are unfamiliar to students.
· Turn on closed captioning in the video for Activity #2. Consider writing the discussion questions on the board to guide students.
· Model the game in Activity #3 by doing a simple example before playing as a whole class.

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Phonetics 
· Students read “Phonological Awareness for Kindergarten” (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Define phonological and phonemic awareness and discuss the difference
· Divide students into 2 teams. Choose a simple word (i.e. “cat”) and have each group assign one person to be the scribe. In their own groups, they have 60 seconds to write down as many words that rhyme with that word that they can think of. Do this for several rounds and see which team wins! At the end, count up all the vocabulary words they thought of making it a point that rhyming helps children learn vocabulary.

Activity #2
Finger plays
· Discuss what a finger play is and demonstrate an example (Open, shut them). Provide students with the lyrics sheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). 
· Talk about how this finger play helps children’s development in multiple areas (social, emotional, cognitive, physical, linguistic)
· Using the finger plays located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document, students will choose 2 to read and evaluate. Students will learn the finger plays, practice the finger plays, and complete the Evaluation worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). Students will then present the finger plays to the class and share their evaluation.

Activity #3
Real world practice
· Students will choose an activity from the article in Activity #1, or teach the finger plays they learned in Activity #2 to a child or group of children. This can be their own child, a family member, friend’s child, or a child they supervise if they work in a childcare setting. They of course should ask permission if the child is not their own and explain the activity to the parent or guardian. 
· Students must then write a short reflection about how the activity went and what they learned using the Reflection worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).

Activity #1
Reggio Emilia’s philosophy
· Students read “Reggio Emilia” (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Explain the difference between public schools and private schools. Explain that Reggio Emilia schools are part of the private school system. Using the online search from the North American Reggio Emilia Alliance located here: https://www.reggioalliance.org/member-schools-organizations/ students will search for Reggio inspired schools in their area. They will choose 1 to copy and paste into the google search bar and visit the school’s website. Students will then share with a partner:
· The name of school they researched 
· The location 
· Something they found interesting
· Students will continue to explore the North American Reggio Emilia Alliance website to find job openings. They will choose 3 jobs to click on and record the information on the worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).

Activity #2
Product vs process art
· Tell students they are going to create a picture of a house. Ask them to get out colored pencils, pens, or crayons- whatever they have on hand or whatever is available in the classroom. Then, provide them with the house coloring sheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). Give students time to draw and color on it. 
· Have the students hold up their pictures and notice how they are all pretty similar. Notice any differences in colors or details drawn on. Explain that this is an example of something called “product” art. 
· Play the video “Product Art vs. Process Art in Early Childhood Education”  https://youtu.be/_NB5vD98y_k (approx. 2 min.)
· Now, give students a blank piece of paper or have them get one of their own. Give them markers, pens, pencils and crayons (provide more materials if available like collage items, glue, or paint) and tell students to create a picture of their house. Give students time to make something personal. Explain that this is process art.
· Have students each share about their creation and describe the unique details of their personal home that they included in their picture. Lead a class discussion on the benefits and drawbacks of product vs. process art.

· Consider pre-teaching vocabulary or spending additional time defining unfamiliar words from the article in Activity #1.
· Be sure to model how to navigate the North American Reggio Emilia Alliance website for students and be prepared to provide additional assistance. Students can use their smartphones, but may find it easier to navigate the website on a larger computer or tablet if available.
· Turn on closed captioning for the video in Activity #2. Consider playing the video again after the art project to solidify the meaning of product vs process art.

Activity #1
Creating learning experiences
· Define “learning experience” and explain that students will watch an example learning experience that was created for a preschool classroom. Play the video “Preschool Science Experiment at Bright Horizons.” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=bMxpUwgLs_Y (2 min.)
*Option for Paraprofessionals working with older students or different levels of learners: stations for students. Watch “The Odyssey” Stations Lesson Plan, High School, Freshman ELA” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=lesMra2MTnQ  (3 min.) 
· Have students describe what they saw in the video. Discuss the different skills the teacher focused on with the students. 

Activity #2
How to write a lesson plan
· Define “lesson plan.” Have students brainstorm what they think is important to include in a lesson plan. Explain that there are many different methods of creating a lesson plan but that there are some very important parts that should be in all lesson plans.
· Explain what an objective is and what assessment is and why they are important.
· Next look at the sample lesson plan based on the slime activity from the video in Activity #1 (the sample and a blank template are located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). Talk through each part of the lesson carefully.
· Students write their own lesson plan based on one concept from the video (colors, “s” words, making predictions, textures).
· Students then take turns actually implementing their lesson plan with the class.

· Ask students if they have ever written a cover letter before and what they think the purpose is of a cover letter.
· Share the video “How to Write a Cover Letter”  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=hrZSfMly_Ck&t=1s (2 min.) and discuss the main parts of a cover letter. 
· Share the QR Code for the online matching activity (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). 
· Students will match the parts of the cover letter they learned from the video.
· Students read the 7 Key Components of an Effective Cover Letter (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
· Using the Cover Letter Examples worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document), students will evaluate each example, looking for all the appropriate parts and key components of a cover letter. With a partner, they will discuss which cover letter is the most professional and who they would choose if they were the hiring manager.

· Students plan to write their own cover letter using the job they aspire to have. They will brainstorm what they will write using the Cover Letter Planning worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document). 
Students will write their cover letter and share with a partner for peer review. Students will use the Cover Letter Peer Review Rubric (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Language Arts Resource document).
