	Activities & Resources

Activity #1
Public vs. private school system at large
· Students read “U.S. public, private and charter schools in 5 charts” (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document).
· Divide students into 3 groups. Each group will be assigned a type of school (public, private, charter) to research online. Each group will conduct an internet search and locate a school in their area that fits in the category assigned. Each group will visit the school’s website and record some general information on the School Research worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document)
· Groups will share what school they researched and the information found with the class. 

Activity #2
At Home Daycare 
· Introduce at home daycare as an option. Introduce licensing requirements and steps to opening an at- home center. Students who are interested should know that it is a process to go through all the steps to be licensed and there are many business skills needed for this. (Use the “Outcome #1: At-Home Daycare” slides, located HERE, to summarize what is said on this site.)
· Play the video of an at home daycare tour: “In Home Daycare Tour 2024| Living room + Dining room Set Up” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=dHE9EkWgiqw&t=338s (approx. 12 min)
· Discuss what some of the pros and cons could be to opening your own daycare in the home. Write a pros/cons list on the board as you discuss. Students will fill in the Pros/Cons chart (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document). 
Activity #3
Provide an overview of Special Education
· U.S. school systems provide special education services to students who need them. Talk with the students about how Special Education departments help students who learn in a different way and at a different pace. Some students receive these services for specific subjects or at specific times, while others are in a self-contained classroom.
· For some tips on helping these types of learners, show the video “Special Education Strategies That Actually Work” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=mJDiF64TXn4  (approx. 2 min)
· You may have students who have been in these types of classes, have a child currently in them, or know someone who has been in them. Talk about the strategies in the video and additional strategies they think would be helpful.
· Have students write a brief reflection on how the tips in the video and tips discussed in class would relate to their role as a paraprofessional.

· In Activity #1, students may need extra help defining unfamiliar terms found in the article. It could also be helpful to spend some time talking about students’ experiences with school first before reading.
· For students who are very interested in the route of opening an in-home childcare center, be sure to provide the links (found in the slides) for them to explore on their own for further research.
· When discussing licensing requirements, make sure to adapt if using this in a state other than IL.
· Extra support for understanding vocabulary in relation to the licensing requirements may be needed.

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Supervision and Accountability- Virtual Lab School Lesson 4
· Walk through parts of the online lesson from Ohio State University’s Virtual Lab school to learn about proper supervision of children in a preschool setting: https://www.virtuallabschool.org/preschool/safe-environments/lesson-4
· Define “supervision” and read through the explanation in the lesson. Discuss what it means to be “active” and “positive” and why that is important
· Use this online game taken from the lesson to help students identify what is ok and not ok in terms of supervision: https://wordwall.net/resource/75130921 
· Scroll down on the screen and play the videos labeled “Supervising for Safety” and “Active Supervision.” After each video, discuss how the teachers in the videos supervised well and helped to keep children safe and thrive in the environment.
· Scroll down to the “Explore” section of the site and click on the "Active Supervision: What Would You Do?” Activity. Display these scenarios on the screen and divide students into groups. Allow students to work through the situations in their group one at a time, coming back together as a large class to share answers after each scenario. Discuss possible solutions. 

Activity #2
Illinois Supervision Laws and Personnel Requirements
· Explain that each state has different requirements for supervision in a childcare setting. Show students the Rules 407 - DCFS Licensing Standards for Day Care Centers document (located HERE. The document is very long - you may want to copy and paste relevant sections from the document to share with students.).
· Using the slides “Outcome #2: Illinois Supervision Laws,” found HERE, review the relevant portions of the DCFS document to explain staff to child ratios.
· After reviewing the supervision rules as well as those for combining ages, have students work in groups to answer the questions on the slides to check comprehension.
· Explain there are also regulations for those who want to work in a classroom. The requirements vary depending on the role. Review these rules found in the slides.

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Food Banks 
· Play the video “How We Work 2025” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=5JFX6XrbpwM (approx. 3 min) and introduce the idea of a food pantry and how this can benefit families. 
· Share the website for Feeding Illinois https://www.feedingillinois.org/food-banks/
· Students should research local food banks in their area by their zip code and record this information in the Food Bank Chart (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document). Consider sharing these charts with the class or other audiences, as this would provide important community information. 
· Discuss how volunteers make food banks run. Talk about the importance of volunteering and the skills needed to volunteer in a place like a food bank. 

Activity #2
Early Intervention
· Explain to students that sometimes children need extra support to help them grow and develop properly. Introduce the idea of Early Intervention (EI).
· Share the Developmental Milestones worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document) and explain that while all children develop at different rates, these milestones are good indicators of whether a child may or may not need extra support. 
· Direct students to the website https://dcfs.illinois.gov/brighter-futures/early-intervention-services.html and read through what EI is and model to students how to find a local office
· Play the video “Illinois Early Intervention Experiences: Kaitlin's Story” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=JNWPoJcnmZc (approx. 3 min) and discuss the importance of EI in Kaitlin’s life and what she learned from the experience
· If possible, have a representative from EI come and share more about the program
· Students explore the website to locate resources for families https://www.cdc.gov/ncbddd/actearly/parents/index.html. Students choose one resource to explore (could be an app, website, document, program, ect.)  

	Assessment 
· Student completion of the Food Bank Chart worksheet 
· Student participation in video and discussion

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Who was Maria Montessori?
· Ask students if they have ever heard the term “Montessori education.” Explain that this is a philosophy of education that is named after the famous educator Maria Montessori 
· Play the video about Maria Montessori and her life: “Teacher of the Unteachable: The life and method of Maria Montessori” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=QCA7nngTVp4 (approx. 10 min)
· Students work independently to answer the list of questions (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document). 
· After writing their answers, students discuss their answers in small groups. Then review the answers together as a whole class.
· Discuss the unique methods of Montessori education and allow students to share their opinions on this method.

Activity #2
Montessori Environments
· Using the online search from the American Montessori Society located here https://amshq.org/schools/, students will search for Montessori schools in their area. They will choose 1 to copy and paste into the google search bar and visit the school’s website. Students will then share with a partner:
· The name of school they researched 
· The location 
· Something they found interesting
· Montessori at home
· Read the quote “The greatest sign of success for a teacher is to be able to say, "The children are now working as if I did not exist.”
· Discuss what this quote means. Interchange the word “teacher” for the word “parent” and discuss how this could impact the home life of a child. Brainstorm ways the home environment could help children be more self-sufficient. Record ideas on the board or shared document, and review vocabulary as needed.
· Read “Prepare Your Home Environment for Montessori” (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document) 
· Students respond to the suggestions from the article that may have been new or different than those they thought of. 


	Assessment 
· Student completion of the video question worksheet
· Student participation in class discussion

· In Activity #1, turn on closed captioning. Consider also slowing the speed of the video and/or stopping the video part way through to help them catch up on the questions.
· Consider pre-teaching some vocabulary from the video to aid in comprehension.
· Consider reading through the video questions prior to showing the video to help students understand what they will be listening for, and explaining any questions that need clarification.

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Cultural Iceburg
· Explain that culture is like an iceberg - some things are easily seen as part of that person’s culture (clothes, celebrations, food) and other things are below the surface (beliefs, communication styles, rules). Draw this on the board and write examples in the correct place on the iceberg.
· Brainstorm with students what aspects of culture might affect the ECE classroom and where that belongs on the iceberg (i.e., dropping off a child on time is a cultural expectation that belongs on the bottom of the iceberg, while choice of dress would be on the top) NOTE: If all students in the class are from a similar cultural background, be sure to discuss their knowledge of and experiences with those from other cultures.
· In groups, students discuss the following:
· What are some important aspects of your own culture?
· Where do these aspects fit on the iceberg?
· What aspects of your culture influence how you interact with others? With children specifically?
· Listen to your classmates' responses. How do their answers differ from yours? If you come from different cultures, is there anything that is the same?

Activity #2
Where are you from?
· Students share where they are from with their classmates. Spend some time having students share about where they were born or grew up if they want to and feel comfortable. Write down all the cities, states, and countries on the board. Take note of the classroom diversity.
· Play the read aloud “Where Are You From?” by Yamile Saied Méndez https://youtu.be/EZZQ8EswjOw?si=7CREqxh2zFclt-Z0 (approx. 5 min).
· Discuss the message of the story and what it teaches children about diversity and culture. Explain to students that “culture” is not the same as “country.”  Every town, city, and even family has its own culture. Encourage them to think this way when continuing the discussion.
· In groups, students have a conversation about cultural diversity in education following the discussion questions (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document). 

Activity #3
Cultural Differences in the ECE classroom 
· Ask students what they think “cultural competence” means. Brainstorm ideas together. Then, play the video “Cultural Understanding” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=KWuX3oOvepk (approx. 6 min) 
· As students listen to the video, they should listen to fill in the blanks on their Video Notes worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document). 
· Go over the answers together and discuss the term “cultural competency” now that they have seen the video.
· Define “biases” and ask what students think about the statement made in the video about having biases and looking past them. Do they agree? What biases might people commonly have about different cultures?


	Assessment 
· Student participation in class discussions

· In Activity #1, consider writing out the discussion questions on the board to aid in conversation.
· In Activity #2, go over questions before starting the discussion to make sure students understand them all. Explain that this is a conversation and that they can pick and choose which questions to talk about in any order. 
· In Activity #3, turn on closed captioning and consider stopping the video periodically and/ or replaying part of it to help students find the answers on the worksheet. Consider also pre-teaching some of the vocabulary to help students follow along.

	Activities & Resources

Activity #1
Labor Unions 
· Ask students if they have ever heard of labor unions. Explain that labor unions are organized groups of workers who join together to help improve working conditions in their field of work. 
· How did labor unions come to exist? Read Workers’ Rights and the History of Labor Unions (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resources document). 
· Answer the text-dependent questions with a partner.
· In groups or as a class, talk about the discussion questions that follow the article.

Activity #2
Education Unions and Wage Trends
· Explore the American Federation of Teachers’ website https://www.aft.org/about and toggle to the Early Childhood Members section https://www.aft.org/our-members/early-childhood-educators
· Discuss some current issues in the field of ECE that labor unions can support (i.e., low wages, poor benefits, adequate resources) 
· Research wage trends in a variety of ECE / Paraprofessional jobs using https://www.onetonline.org/ 
· Students search for a job title in ECE / Paraprofessional they are interested in (nanny, special education teaching assistant, preschool teacher, etc.). After clicking on the job, they can scroll down to “wages and employment trends” and search for median pay in their area. 
· Students record their information on the Wage Trends in Education worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resources document) and share with a partner.
· As a class, discuss how labor unions can support increased wages in the field.

Activity #3
Paraprofessionals are essential in the field of education  
· Have students read the article Paraprofessional Pay Raises: The Nationwide Union Push for Better Compensation (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resources document) about the push for better wages for paraprofessional positions.(Consider allowing them to work in pairs, and encourage them to annotate the text as they read to improve comprehension.)
· Once students have read the article, students write a brief reflection on what they read, focusing on the reasons why the industry is pushing for better wages and the expected benefits they hope to gain.

	Activities & Resources

Activity #1
Social and Emotional Development Intro
· Explain that “social development” and “emotional development” often go together when being described. 
· Ask students who children often have strong relationships with between ages 0-5. Brainstorm in small groups and then have groups share their answers. 
· Share slide 2 from the slide deck “Outcome #7 - Social and Emotional Development,” found HERE to reveal the answers and compare any differences. Then, explain that children learn to understand emotions as they grow 
· Define the term empathy. Discuss examples of empathy- what it is and what it’s not. Play the video “Sesame Street: Mark Ruffalo, Empathy” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=9_1Rt1R4xbM (approx. 2 min).

Activity #2
Social Development- Super Friend
· Explain that young children are still learning about the role that friends have in their lives. It is normal for a very young child to show “egocentrism.” Share slide 3 from the Social and Emotional Development slide deck, and type the word “egocentric.” Ask students to look at the pictures and see if they can explain what “egocentric” means. 
· Explain that learning to think and care about others and be a good friend is a skill young children need to develop.
· Watch “Super Friend,” located on slide 4. 
· Discuss in small groups, “How does this story support children' s social development?” Write answers in the Super Friend worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document). 
· Come back as a large group and have groups share some things they discussed. Annotate on the board or screen as needed.

Activity #3
Emotional Development-  Tucker Turtle
· Show students the emotions chart on slide 6 and ask them if there are any words that are new for them. Ask students to go around and answer the question, “How are you feeling today” according to the chart.
· Discuss the vocabulary words “breakdown” and “outburst.” Ask students to share the meaning. Explain that it is very normal for this to happen to young children because they are still growing in their emotional development. There are many ways to help children calm or regulate their emotions when they are upset. Share the second image on slide 6 as one example. 
· As a class, ask them to think of something that might make them angry and take 3 deep breaths together. Notice how they feel afterwards. 
· Watch “Tucker Turtle Takes Time to Tuck and Think,” located on slide 7.
· Discuss in small groups, “How does this story support children' s emotional development?” Write answers in the Tucker Turtle worksheet (located in the Career Pathways Social Studies Resources document). 
· Come back as a large group and have groups share some things they discussed. Annotate on the screen as needed.

	Activities & Resources
Activity #1
Lifelong Learning
· Ask students, “What does it mean to be a lifelong learner?” Brainstorm using a mind map on the board.
· What are some characteristics required to keep learning new things? What do you do when it gets hard? 
· In groups, students read “A Quick Note on Getting Better at Difficult Things” and answer the text- dependent questions. As a class, read the article aloud and discuss their answers.
· Break students into two larger groups and have them discuss the discussion questions at the bottom of the page.
· Come back as a class and discuss as an entire group things that might be hard to learn when first starting off in the ECE field. How might they continue to grow and learn in the face of these challenges? 

Activity #2
Professional Associations
· Introduce the concept of professional associations/ membership organizations to the class and their purpose. Ask students if they have heard of any for the field of ECE.
· Using O*NET OnLine, (https://www.onetonline.org/),model to students how to search for a job in ECE, click on it, and scroll down to the very bottom of the page. Click on Advanced Search to find professional associations related to that job. Model how to click on an organization and navigate its website to learn more about the organization.
NOTE: Special Education positions are also included in this area.
· Next, students will research on their own using O*NET Online to find a job that interests them and look into professional membership organizations. They will research information about an organization/ association and record the information on the Professional Membership Organization worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document).

Activity #1
Importance of relationships
· Ask students to think of a person in their life they are very close to. This can be someone they have known since childhood, or it can be a spouse or friend they met later in life. Show slide 1 from the Healthy Attachment slide deck and ask them: “How do you feel when you are with that person? Why?” Students write a multi paragraph reflection describing this person, the relationship, and the impact it has had on their life.
· Explain that just as we need close and loving relationships, so do children to help them develop and grow. Students can share their example with the class if they choose. 

Activity #2
Attachment Video 
· Define the word attachment on the screen (if needed, review the term “primary caregiver”). 
· Pre- teach vocabulary for the video you will play about attachment using the WordWall flashcards. After going through the flashcards once, switch the WordWall to “Quiz” or “Find the Match” mode and practice again. https://wordwall.net/resource/74916131
· Play the video found on slide 5 of the slide deck. Students will listen for specific vocabulary words while listening to the video and complete the Attachment Video worksheet (located in the Education Bridge Curriculum Social Studies Resource document). 
· Have students read #1-4 on their worksheet first. Tell them they are listening first for questions #1-14 Play the video. Play up until 57 seconds and then pause. Go over the answers to #1-4. Read over #5-9 and have students listen for these answers next. Play the video until the end and go over the rest of the questions.  
· Students will, in their own words, complete the sentence on the slide to summarize what they have learned: “Secure attachment is ___________ and is important for children because _______________.” As a whole class, ask students to share their sentences. Check for similarities and address any inaccuracies.

Activity #3
Supporting healthy attachment in ECE
· Ask students, “What are ways to support healthy attachment?” Show each picture on slide 7 and prompt students to describe what they see. Then, show the caption.
· Explain that when you are working in ECE, it is important to remember that every child comes from a different background. Not every child will have formed a secure attachment and might demonstrate this in their behavior. It is never too late to show them consistent and loving care as a primary caregiver. Remind students that different cultures show love and care in different ways. Encourage them to get to know the child and family first before making any assumptions.
